� Indira Gandhi Rashtriya Manav Sangrahalaya 
(IGRMS)/ (Na�onal Museum of Mankind), an 
autonomous organiza�on of the Ministry of Culture, 
Government of India engaged to portray the story of 
mankind in �me and space. Conceived in the early 
1970s, the IGRMS began its ac�vi�es in 1977 by 
opening a nucleus office in New Delhi. The 
establishment shi�ed to Bhopal in early 1979 on 
allotment of necessary land for developing the 
Museum. The main museum of IGRMS is being 
developed in an area of 200 acres campus allo�ed by 
the State Government of Madhya Pradesh in front of 
the famous Bhopal Lake. A Southern Regional Centre 
of the IGRMS is func�oning since 2001 at Mysuru in a 
heritage building ‘Wellington House’ allo�ed by the 
Government of Karnataka.

The Sangrahalaya is involved in genera�ng a 
new Museum movement in India, to demonstrate 
the simultaneous validity of human cultures and the 
plurality of alterna�ves for human ar�cula�on. The 
Sangrahalaya is also working on for na�onal 
integra�on, and promote research and training and 
inter-organiza�onal networking for salvage and 
revitaliza�on of vanishing, but valuable cultural 
t radi�ons.  The innova�ve aspects  of  the 
organiza�on are its open-air and indoor exhibi�ons, 
built with ac�ve involvement of tradi�onal ar�sans 
and experts drawn from different community 
groups; and the Educa�on, Outreach, and Salvage 
ac�vi�es for revitaliza�on of vanishing but valuable 
cultural tradi�ons. Through exhibi�ons and salvage 
ac�vi�es, the IGRMS demonstrates the aesthe�c 
quali�es of India's tradi�onal lifestyles, and the 
con�nued relevance of the local knowledge and 
mores of its people to the modern society, and 
cau�ons the people against unprecedented 
destruc�on of ecology and environment, local values 
and customs.

The programmes and ac�vi�es of the organisa�on are carried out under three sub-schemes namely:

1. Infrastructure Development (Development of Museum Complex), 2. Educa�on and Outreach ac�vi�es,

and 3. Opera�on Salvage.

The museum started many 
new online ini�a�ves to con�nue the Museum-
Visitors dialogue which received overwhelming 
response. In these, ini�a�ves 'Object of the week' 
and 'Online Exhibi�on series' were started to take 
Museum collec�ons and exhibits displayed in the 
open air exhibi�on to the visitors. Under this 45 and 
41 objects/exhibits were displayed respec�vely. The 
online facility provided opportunity to connect with 
scholars of interna�onal repute for lectures. Visitors 
from India and abroad took benefit of it. The

Museum also organized 4  Tribal Literature Fes�val. 
Although this year Museum could not collected 
object for Museums reserve collec�on but it will try 
to fill up this gap in near future. We are hopeful that 
with the support of Ministry of Culture, Govt. of India 
the Museum will be successful in achieving its 
objec�ves by providing a leadership to give 
momentum to the new Museum Movement in India.

1.1.1. Open Air Exhibi�ons: The museum is making 
systema�c efforts to showcase the architectural 
diversity and technical wisdom of India as part of 
cultural diversity in its open-air exhibi�ons at 
Bhopal. Members of the Curatorial Wing were 
engaged in upda�ng and maintenance of these 
exhibi�ons.

1.1.3 Exhibit of the Month: Exhibi�on series of the 
IGRMS en�tled 'Exhibit of the month' intends to make 
visitors introduced with a unique collec�on of the Museum 
as also to provide detail informa�on about a par�cular 
object and the community related with. In this series, a 
selected object from the Museum's reserve collec�on is 
displayed every month. A�er the lock down period this 
series was started again from the month of November, 
2021.During the period under review following five objects 
belonging to various folk and tribal popula�ons and 
reflec�ng their cultural life had been displayed:

a.  Bhumpa - A tradi�onal brass container of folk 
community from Gujarat (November, 2020).
b.  Pitna - A tradi�onal musical Instrument of Baiga 
community from Madhya Pradesh (December, 2020).
c.  Parra or Para - A tradi�onal paddy measuring pot from 
Kerala (January, 2021).
d.  Thaal - A tradi�onal ritual plate of Gaddi community 
from Himachal Pradesh (February, 2021).

1.1.4 Object of the Week:  During the period of 
lockdown due to outbreak of COVID 19 pandemic, the   

thMuseum ini�ated 'Object of the Week' since 28  May, 
2020 to showcase its AA and A category collec�on from 
all over India. In this series, a selected object is 
presented every Monday each week with a photograph 
and its relevant informa�on. During the year, the audio-
visual presenta�ons of the following 45 objects were 
presented online through social media and website:
 Kapala: It is a skull bowl used in tantric rituals 
among Buddhist communi�es of Himalayan region. 
This object has intricately carved three basic parts -the 
base, the holder and the lid. The main a�rac�on of this 
object is the presence of an upper part of human skull 
used as ritual bowl. Many Tibetan sculptures and 
pain�ngs depic�ng wrathful Buddhist dei�es are 
shown with Kapalas in their hands. The knob fixed at 
the top of the lid symbolizes Dorje (a ritual weapon). 
The lower part of the lid is also decorated with a few 
semi-precious stones. Kapalas were used for spiritual 
purposes to achieve higher state of consciousness 
through tantra. It is believed that Kapala can avoid 
harms if it is used with proper religious instruc�ons and 
tantric conducts. (28-31 May, 2020)

Rahi: It is a marriage palanquin used for 
carrying the bride from the parental home to the place 
of the groom's family. It occupies a prominent space in 
the tradi�onal form of marriage among the Santhal 
community of Jharkhand. It is beau�fully decorated 
with canopy on the top and enclosed by wooden panels 
from three sides. Each of these panels carries 
meaningful expressions of birds, animals and floral 
designs and scenes of marriage procession. The interior 
si�ng pla�orm is woven with threads. (1-7 June, 2020)

Skungling/Kangling: It is a trumpet made of 
human thigh bone used in rituals in the Himalayan 
Buddhist funeral rites. It is also used in tantric rituals 
and wrathful prac�ces for dispelling the evil spirits. 
Tibetan shaman, either of the Buddhist or Bon 
tradi�ons or of both, employ this kind of trumpet in 
many rituals of exorcism and weather control. This 
instrument is decorated with red, green and blue 
colored small semi-precious stones fi�ed on its metal 
components that serve as blowing end (mouthpiece), 
central ring and a flared opening. (8 -14 June, 2020)

Head hun�ng trophy of the Nagas: This object is 
a pride possession of a Konyak Naga warrior collected 
from the Changlangshu village of Mou district in 
Nagaland, who took the head of a person from the 
Phom tribe in 1895. Changlangshu is Konyak village in 
Mon district of Nagaland. The skull has a hole in the 
frontal bone, possibly the permanent mark of a wound 
created by the spikes of a pointed dart or an arrow. The 
skull is transformed as a trophy by decora�ng with the 
horns of Buffalo. It is �ed with cane twis�ng across the 
nasal and orbital cavity. The handle of this trophy is 
prepared with a cross-frame of bamboo props. (15 -21

 Mukhota: It is decorated wooden mask 
resembling Mahakala, an important Buddhist deity 
of a Buddhist monk. Mahakala seems to be always 
present in the ceremonies of Buddhist communi�es 
throughout the Himalayan region. It is mostly 
depicted with a crown having five skulls represen�ng 
the transmuta�on of five nega�ve affec�ons into five 
wisdoms. The third eye expresses the wisdom of 
omniscience. Tradi�onal masks of demons, Buddhist 
pantheons, animals etc. are predominantly used in 
religious and sacred ritualis�c performances among 
the Buddhist communi�es. Buddhist monks and 
Lamas wear these masks on their faces and perform 
dance. Such masks are used with a belief to defeat 
evil spirits and are kept hanging in the gompas 
(monasteries) when not being used for ceremonies. 
(13 - 19 July, 2020)
 Jhakra: It is a mul� prong spear used for fishing 
among the Bodo Kachhari community of Kokrajhar, 
Assam. This mul�-pronged spear is made by joining 
together 9–12 pointed bamboo s�cks with conical iron 
cap �ed into a bundle at the base and inserted into a 
short bamboo handle. Fishes like large murrels, major 
carps, cat fishes etc. are hunted by this spear especially 
during the early part of monsoon season in flooded 
areas. (20 - 26 July, 2020)

 Tush: It is a tradi�onal coat made out of tree-
bark. It is used by the males of Bonda tribe of Odisha 
to cover the upper part of their body during the 
winter season. Making of Tush starts with the 
collec�on of bark from a tree by the elderly member 
of the community. The bark is carefully separated 
from the body of the tree with the help of an axe. It is 
then smoothly and prudently pounded by the 
backside of the axe and dried in sunlight. The dried 
fibres are slowly folded and woven carefully. Keeping 
in view the nature of raw material, tush is always kept 
straight on a bamboo hanger inside the house. The 
knowledge of its weaving is considered to be essen�al 
among the young Bonda male. (22-27 June, 2020)
 Munda: It is a memorial pillar of Maria tribe 
of Bastar, Chha�sgarh. It is about 12 feet in height 
and is carved out of a single rectangular log of teak 
wood. It is having beau�ful carvings on each sides. 
The topmost extension of the pillar is fashioned into 
the two small dome-like structures with crossed 
finial. One side of the pillar contains the images of 
birds and animals, on the next side agriculture and 
economic ac�vi�es are shown with ploughing, load 
carrying scene etc. The third side of the pillar 
contains marital and sexual life of the people, while 
the fourth one depicts the joy of fes�vals with figures 
represen�ng dance forms and drummers. The pillar 
has symbolic associa�on with expressions of ethnic 
sen�ments. It was erected in the memory of a 
poli�cal figure in a village of Bastar in 1962. Now such 
pillars have gradually been replaced by stone or 
concrete structures. (28 June – 5 July, 2020)
 Ranimala: It is an ornament of pride, dignity 
and social status of a woman among the Konyak 
Nagas of Nagaland. It literally means a necklace of 
the queen. Tradi�onally, a heavy ornament of this 
kind marks the hierarchical social system of the 
Konyak Naga tribe. This alluring necklace loaded with 
valuable ornaments glorifies the status of a 
chie�ain's wife and projects the social hierarchy and 
dignity maintained in the Naga society. (6 - 12 July, 
2020)

 Karaha: It is a large cauldron made of iron plates 
by the local blacksmiths under the patronage of the 
Sainj ruler of Himachal Pradesh. The vessel is made out 
of a mul�ple hand-made heavy gauge iron sheets joined 
together and fashioned into the form of a huge bowl. It 
consists of four rings interlocked and fixed around the 
rim for the purpose of carrying it. The lid of the cauldron 
is made up of a thick and circular iron sheet pivoted into 
two equal halves and can be folded. The vessel was 
meant for the food prepara�on in large quan�ty during 
the rule of the King to serve for those who rendered 
services to the king. (27 July – 2 Aug, 2020)
 Parwa: It is a water li�ing device used in Bhind 
district of Madhya Pradesh. The device consists of a 
leather sheet shaped into a circular deep bucket, 
s�tched to a raised iron hanger. The hanger is �ed to a 
rope which passes over a pulley to lower the bucket 
into the well. A�er the bucket is filled the rope is pulled 
by hands. For large Parwa the rope is fixed to the yoke of 
bullocks to increase the leverage. The bullocks walk 
down on an earthen ramp to li� the water. The water is 
channelized through small, narrow drains towards the 
irriga�on field. (3 - 9 August, 2020)
 Gadi: It is a tradi�onal bullock cart of Gadolia 
Lohar community which are mainly found in Rajasthan, 
Gujarat, Madhya Pradesh, Punjab, Haryana, Western 
Maharastra and western U�ar Pradesh. Gadolia Lohars 
are nomadic blacksmith and move from one village to 
another on a tradi�onally fixed route. The Gadi also 
forms an abode for a Gadolia Lohar family which 
contains all the possessions and necessi�es required 
for their living. Usually they camp in a village for few 
days during which they manufacture new iron 
implements and also mend old iron implements of the 
villagers. (10 - 16 August, 2020)
 Kans Payri: It is a solid cylindrical bronze foot 
anklet used by the women as family heirloom among 
the Bison Horn Maria tribe of Bastar, Chha�sgarh. It is 
made by the local goldsmith or metal cast communi�es 
through lost wax technique. The Bison Horn Maria is 
well known for their rich tradi�on of wearing 
ornaments and the adornment pa�erns which makes 
them more vibrant and a�rac�ve. Kans Payri is one of 
the ornaments used by Maria women to decorate their 
ankle as well as to show their marital status. This 
ornament is considered to be a family heirloom 
received by the daughter from her mother during the 
wedding ceremony. Young girls are prohibited to wear 
it un�l they reach the age of puberty. (17 - 23 August,

 Dev Sangrah: It is a terraco�a Mural, depic�ng 
20 dei�es and ancestral heroes made by po�ers of 
Molela, Rajasthan. The main dei�es shown in this 
mural are Ganesha, Durga, Saraswa�, Shiva, Krishna 
and Surya. Among the ancestral heroes Pankhi Ghora, 
Dhola Maru, Sadu Mata, Lala Fula, Ethwari Mata, and 
Hand Mata are important. Generally, separate murals 
are made for dei�es and ancestral heroes for worship, 
but when all are depicted at one place, it is known as 
Dev Sangrah. The upper por�on of the mural, known as 
saja, comprises a top por�on of the temple and is 
decorated with a floral parapet wall and turret. Such 
decora�ve piece of art is kept by different folk and tribal 
communi�es of Rajasthan such as Bhil, Garasia, Rabari, 
Kumhar, Sutar, Jaat etc. (24 – 30 August, 2020)
 Khekhda:  It is a wooden mask worn by males 
of Baiga tribe of Madhya Pradesh during the 
celebra�on of Chherta and Holi fes�val. Chherta is 
celebrated on the day of Paus Purnima post harves�ng. 
During the celebra�on young Baiga male wear the 
mask represen�ng the character of Ravan and 
Hiranyakashyap and perform Chherta dance to 
entertain the audience with their hilarious moves and 
gestures. On Holi fes�val the Baiga male put on the 
mask and perform phag dance with Baiga female 
wearing Gijji. Gijji is made up of quills of Porcupine 
fashioned into a face cover. Nowadays Porcupine quills 
are replaced by bamboo splits. Khekhda represents 
Hiranyakashyap and Gijji represents Holika. Khekhda 
mask is elongated in shape with clear demarca�on of 
facial features by the applica�on of black colour. It is 
carved out of single piece of wood. So� woods like 
badaar and baheda are used for making this mask. (31 
August- 6 September, 2020)
 Barsela: It is a typical memorial stone of 
Himachal Pradesh engraved with pictures of the kings, 
queens and concubines. This tradi�on of erec�ng 
memorial stones in Himachal Pradesh is varied and 
relates mainly to the cult of the dead. The reverence of 
souls of the dead is considered to be a religious act of 
merit (Punya). The figures of the dead are carved upon 
the slabs in such a way that the thickness of the original 
sandstones used for the purpose remains intact. It is 
also called as sa� stones where the figures of queen 
and concubines who performed sa�, were carved in 
the panels below the image of the deceased ruler. 
These memorial stones were worshipped by the 
deceased family for one year a�er the incidence of the 
death of the king. Barsela are valuable memorial stone 
slabs or pillars for ascertaining the old tradi�onal 
hierarchical cultural prac�ces.

 Tanjavoor Kal Ovium: This Tanjavoor Kal 
Ovium (Tanjavoor Pain�ng) depicts Lord Krishna 
sea�ng on couch flanked by two female a�endants; 
one holding a chouri of peacock feather and the 
other is portrayed with a bowl of bu�er offering to 
Lord Krishna. Tanjavoor pain�ng consists generally 
of vivid red, deep-green, chalk-white, turquoise- 
blue colors with gold foil and glass beads. The Raju 
community of Tajavoor and Tiruchi, well known as 
Chitragara and the Naidu community of Madurai are 
the tradi�onal ar�sts who skillfully execute 
pain�ngs in the Tanjavoor style. It is said that the 
ar�sts originally migrated from “Rayalaseema” 
region of Andhra. Pain�ngs were made on different 
themes and the quali�es of which differs according 
to the patron's interest, urgency and most 
importantly influence and financial capacity. (28 
Sept. – 4 October, 2020)
 Tebal: It is a carved wooden table that shows 
an excellent cra�smanship of the ar�st from 
Gujarat. It is round in shape with symmetrical and 
floral inlay designs on the upper part. Four legs are 
ornamented by carving elephant head with long 
trunk. It is commonly used as center table for 
household purpose. (5–11 October, 2020)
 Gafli: It is a decorated ceremonial basket of 
Muria community of Chha�sgarh  which is a 
representa�on of their passion of decora�ve art. It is 
used in marriage and is adorned with numerous 
cowries shell and circular mirrors. Gafli is made by 
weaving a basket u�lizing flat bamboo splits and 
covering it completely with co�on cloth. Therea�er 
numerous cowries shells are s�tched round the 
basket leaving circular space where mirrors are fixed 
with colorful threads making it more appealing. A 
thick thread with cowrie shell decora�on hangs from 
all four base corners. 12-18 October, 2020)(

 Rashi Chakra: It is a tradi�onal bell metal 

image of peacock standing on a circular raised 

pla�orm holding a five hooded Snake in his mouth, 

cra�ed by the Dokra community of Bankura, West 

Bengal. It has decora�ve wings with elaborated 

feathers fashioned in such a manner that each 

eyeball of the feather depicts different signs of the 

zodiac symbols. (14–20 September, 2020)

 Satsang/Sutsaang: It is a four-stringed 

musical instrument made of a single piece of wood 

from Lepcha community of Kalimpong, West Bengal. 

The origin of Satsang is traced back to a mighty 

hunter Sato during the reign of King Rongbung Punu. 

Sato developed an idea of making a musical 

instrument when he no�ced a sweet tune coming 

out from the bamboo being rubbed against each 

other. He made a bow from a thinner split of  bamboo 

while reaching home and started deriving this 

fascina�ng instrument. The instrument is known by 

the name of the creator. The unique feature of this 

instrument is that it contains a thin wooden 

membrane in place of leather to resonate the sound.

The front of the chest is divided into three 
rectangular sec�ons. Out of these the central one has 
two doors. Two female figures are depicted on either 
side carrying pot on their head. The base is decorated 
by a row of bud-shaped mo�fs. It is used as a storage 
cupboard as well as its flat top serves as a stand for pile 
of ma�resses. (19–24 October, 2020)
 Tanjavoor Kal Ovium: This pain�ng depicts 
the scene of royal court of Lord Rama. In this pain�ng 
Lord Rama and Sita are shown si�ng in a couch and 
Laxman with Bharat and Shatrughna holding chhatra 
and chouri respec�vely standing behind them. 
Hanuman is shown holding the foot of lord Rama. 
Cour�ers, saints and other Vanars are also depicted 
in this pain�ng. On the lower part of the pain�ng ten 
incarna�ons of lord Vishnu is depicted in separate 
niches. (25 October – 01 November, 2020)
 Thoni: It is a large barrel-shaped grain bin 
carved out of a single log of wood of a local tree 
species known as Anjali. It has an opening on the top 
s u r fa c e with a rigid wooden flap.

The queen is shown holding five 
wicks (Panchadipa) in her hands with a gesture of 
Anjali. It is made from lost wax technique by the 
Dokra metal cra� ar�st of West Bengal.

 Tikra Gusai: It is the finest example of the 
unbroken rela�onship between tribal culture and 
Dhokra art found in Raigarh district of Chha�sgarh. 
The idol of Goddess Tikara Gusai is made by a metal 
cast community Jhara of Raigarh, Chha�sgarh. They 
are famous around the world for their Dhokra art. 
The Jhara people worship this idol before sunrise. 
Once or twice in a year a goat or cock is sacrificed to 
please Tikra Gusai deity. (16–22 November, 2020)
 Doukho: Doukho is a tradi�onal woolen coat 
used by the Bho�a community of Chamoli, 
U�arakhand. It is a short sleeveless jacket. It reaches 
up to the knees and �ed at waist by a woolen girdle. 
Doukhos are usually made of un-dyed white wool of 
the sheep or goat. As the jacket is very warm, it 
protects the nomads from extreme cold weather. 
(23–29 November, 2020)
 Charrakka/Uruli: Charrakka is a tradi�onal 
brass vessel used by the Musari community of 
Kerala. It is a heavy vessel, circular in shape having 

shallow base and wide-open mouth. The 
vessel occupies a prominent 

place in the socio- cultural 
sphere and religious 
prac�ces of the people 

of this region. It is made 
by the lost wax process of 

cas�ng. (30 November– 
06 December, 2020)

 Mankallam: It is a tradi�onal 
dowry chest gi�ed to the bride by 

her parents to store her valuable belongings 
such as gold ornaments. It is a pot shaped wooden 
chest with a conical lid. A brass ring is a�ached to the 
lid as an aid for opening and closing the lid. This is 
made of jack fruit wood. (07 – 13 December, 2020)

 Erajbala: It is a lightweight wooden mask 
worn by the Muria tribe of Chha�sgarh during the 
dance performance, especially on a ceremonial 
parade of the Chherta expedi�on and other 
fes�vals. The Chherta is one of the popular 
celebra�ons held with great fun by the Murias boys 
and girls. This mask have two pairs of projected 
wooden horns, brass rings fixed as an orbit to the 
eyes, metal teeth, and mustache of animal hairs. 
(14–20 December, 2020)
 Dangsa: It is a basket of the Konyak Naga 
warrior decorated with three monkey skulls, and 
tusks of wild boars. It is a �ghtly woven basket with 
rectangular base that rose to an ellip�cal rim. The 
rim bindings are skillfully prepared with cane splits. 
The sides and base of the basket are reinforced with 
solid s�cks of cane as strengthening elements. It has 
a strap for hanging around the shoulder. The basket 
was acquired by the Museum from Abri village in 
Mon district of Nagaland. (21–27 December, 2020)
 Phingaruk/Phiruk: It is ceremonial storage 
basket used by the Meitei community in the valley of 
Manipur. The etymological meaning of Phiruk came 
from Phi means cloth and ruk means basket. Phiruk 
is used only at the �me of marriage func�on for 
carrying sweets, betel leaves and nuts, fruits and 
flowers, clothes and ornaments, from the residence 
of the groom to the bride's residence. (28 December, 
2020–03 January, 2021)
 Garuda: This intricately carved image of 
Garuda (vehicle of lord Vishnu) is one of the finest 
example of wood cra� prevalent in the state of 
Odisha. Garuda is the carved out of single piece of 
wood in si�ng posture on a circular pedestal called 
namaskar mudra. Different idols of Gods and 
Goddesses with special reference to Lord Jagannath, 
along with animal, bird, toy, palanquin, wooden 
chest, door etc. are some of the popular pieces 
carved in different parts of Odisha. (4–10 January, 
2021)
 Jhari – It is used for storing the local liquor 
known as Mahua daru or Salfi by the Bison Horn 
Maria people of Bastar, Chha�sgarh. The container 
is made by bell metal and have a circular base with a 
projected body at the middle that contains jingles 
decorated around its circular periphery. This circular 
hanging element produces sound when shaken. (11-
17 January, 2021)

 Palki:  It is a wooden palanquin from West 
Bengal. It has a symbolic a�achment with the wedding 

ceremony reflec�ng the glorious 
tradi�on of the bride farewell. In 
various provinces of the state, 
wedding Palanquins are tradi�onally 
owned by the Raut community. The 
Palanquin is made out of wood, having 
a rectangular box at the center.Various 
mo�fs like the lotus flower, flowerpot, 
elephant, �ger, and conch used in the 
Palki are believed to be auspicious. 
(18-24 January, 2021)

 Muthio:   It is an hourglass-
shaped wristlet that are me�culously carved out of a 
single ivory piece by the Rabari community of Gujarat. 
The size of the hollow upper rim is bigger than that of the 

other to facilitate easeful wearing. It 
is used by the Dhebaria women of the 
Rabari group to decorate their wrists 
a�er marriage.  The Muthio is 
regarded as an important item of the 
gi�, presented to the bride by the 
maternal uncle's family one day 
ahead of the marriage ceremony. (25-
31 January, 2021)

 Darwaza: It is an ornately 
carved tradi�onal door large in size 
and profusely ornamented with 
human figures, birds, and creeper 
mo�fs. It addi�onally has a small 
door-like opening on the le� panel for 
regular use. The carved images of 
female drummers and dancers are 
shown in the square niches. Iron bar 
reinforcements at regular intervals 
w i t h  r o w s  o f  b u c k l e - l i k e 
arrangements and intricate carving 
give extra a�en�on to feel the three-

 Chura: It is a pair of metal anklets also known as 
Juda used among the Kamar tribe of Chha�sgarh. The 
ornament has a symbolic associa�on with the marital 
status of a woman. The anklet is made of alloy, prepared 
by the local Kansari (metal caste) community. The shape 
of the anklet is cylindrical, having three uniformly 
projected circular flanges along the body. One- fourth 

anklet can be fully detached to facilitate 
comfortable wearing, and further, it can be 
socketed back by inser�ng two thin metal 

plates a�ached to the other part.  (08-14 
February, 2021)

 Kudi - It is a metallic container used for 
transpor�ng water from a distant source to the 
house in Rajasthan. The body is constructed with a 
round-shaped belly having a narrow and constricted 
cylindrical neck extended to a sturdy mouth. The 
exterior part is beau�fully woven with perfectly 
�ght strips of animal hide, and this weave-pa�ern 
also has a loop-like structure extended on either side 
of the vessel that serves as the handle. The provision 
of these side handles allows two persons to li� and 

carry the water easefully from the source to the 
des�na�on. (15-21 February, 2021)

 Phooldan - It is a decorated flower pot of 
Bankura, West Bengal made by using the 
lost wax hollow cas�ng technique. It 
depicts embossed figures related to 

various forms of lifestyle pa�ern. This kind 
of cra� is prac�ced by the Karmakar 

community. The whole flower pot can be 
divided into three parts i.e. neck part and the 

base is having human figures playing different 
musical instruments, the centre por�on 
having a globular body depicts the daily life

spirits. It also a�racts good spirits to the 
place in which it is installed to cure the 

misfortune, illness and death. (01-07

 A�aba: It is a brass container 
used for storing or pouring 
liquids. This large container 
reveals the socio-economic 

status of the owner as the 
objects depicts rich Mughal style 
engravings showing star, half-moon 

and other floral designs. The container 
has a beau�ful fish shaped handle and 'S' shaped 
dispenser pipe with a �ger head at the end. The Soni 
community in Tikamgarh district of Madhya Pradesh 
manufacture such metal items besides jewelry. (08-
14 March, 2021)
 Payli: It is a measuring pot used by the folk 
and tribal communi�es of Chha�sgarh. It is a brass 
pot having a flat base, cylindrical body tappers to 
form quite a narrow open mouth. The outer body is 
decorated with horizontal bands and zigzag designs. 

A ring is a�ached at the middle por�on of the 
body. Measuring pots were used to exchange 
the grain products against rice, oil, salt and 
other essen�al commodi�es. In Chha�sgarh 
such metal cas�ng is done by the Ghadwa 
community by the lost wax technique.

It is made from 
two rectangular long wooden slabs which are fixed 
through a level one upon another. The seeds from 
which the oil is to be expelled are threshed and 
steamed. A�er that the seeds are filled in the small bark 
baskets. At a �me at least 3-4 filled baskets are put at 
the centre in between two wooden slabs and the 
pressure is made from the upper slab which allows to

5.1 Conserva�on Unit: Sangrahalaya has 
developed a chemical conserva�on unit to 
conserve the structures and objects collected 
from different clima�c zones right from the 
snow bound Himalayas to arid zone of 
Rajasthan and highly humid coastal areas of 
India. Around thirty thousand museum 
objects have been acquired by Museum in its 
reserve collec�on. The conserva�on unit of 
the Museum has developed in-house facili�es 
to prevent a�ack from bio-organisms like 
insects and fungus etc. The objects are 
treated by using fumiga�on, spraying of 
insec�cides, applying roden�cides and by 
giving an� termite root level treatment etc. 
Applica�on of silica gel crystals is being 
carried out to maintain proper rela�ve 
humidity both at specimen store and indoor 
exhibi�ons. During the period under review, 
the unit carried out cleaning, conserva�on, 
preserva�on and restora�on of 2102 objects 
made of brass, iron, bell metal, wood, leather, 
bamboo, jute, terraco�a, grass, aluminum/ 
white metal, copper, bone, leaf, wool and 
tex�les etc. The unit also looks a�er the 
exhibits of open air exhibi�ons. Members of 
t h e  u n i t  h a d  a l s o  b een  en ga ged  in 
organisa�on of ac�vi�es related to Swachha 
Bharat Abhiyan, Interna�onal Yoga Day etc.

5.2 Photography Unit:  During the year 
Photography unit of the Museum carried out 
photo documenta�on of all  in-house 
ac�vi�es such as exhibi�on, ar�st camps, 
performing art presenta�ons, seminars, 
workshops and also other special field events, 
and took 2295 digital images. The unit also 
made available 5361 images for publica�ons 
in social media and various propaga�on 
materials. Unit also extended assistance in 
moun�ng various periodical exhibi�ons.

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5.3 Cine Video Unit: During the year the Cine 
Video unit of the Museum carried out the 
audio video documenta�on of various 
ac�vi�es and programmes of Museum like, 
Museum Popular Lectures, programmes of 
Performing Art Presenta�on, Exhibi�ons, 
Ar�st  Camps,  Seminars,  Workshops, 
Symposia, Discussions etc. organised at 
Bhopal. Altogether 29 hrs of audio video 
recording were made during the period. The 
unit also provided edited videos for exhibit of 
the month series and Online Exhibi�on Series 
and services of PA system for various in house 
programmes of the Museum. 

5.4 Graphic Art Unit: The Graphic Art unit of 
Sangrahalaya prepared designs for some of 
the museum publica�ons. Members of the 
unit extended assistance in moun�ng of 
exh ib i�ons ,  pa in�ng /poster  making 
compe��on, prepara�on of signages, wri�ng 
cer�ficates, campus beau�fica�on etc. 

5.5 Hor�culture Unit: The Unit con�nued 
planta�on of various species of fruits and 
flowers in the campus and it also undertook 
landscaping work in different areas of 
museum, transplanted seedling, maintained 
medicinal garden, cut the grass, collected 
seeds, produc�ons of bio-pes�cide and 
maintained the sacred groves planta�ons.

5.6 Modeling Unit: Modeling unit of the 
Museum a�ended the works related to 
moun�ng of various exhibi�ons It prepared 
plaster mould and fiber cast of different 
images and also prepared replicas of new 
objects for Museum shop.
